5. Considering the history of our festival, we feel it is important not to favour films from any one country. 考虑到我们电影节的历史，我们觉得不偏向某一国的电影是非常重要的。
6. Hollywood films are in the minority at our festival…好莱坞电影在我们的电影节中只是一小部分。
7. Yet, Oscars or the academy Awards, are often overlooked when people discuss film festivals. 然而人们谈论电影节时常常会忽略奥斯卡金像奖，或美国电影学会奖。
8. Contrary to this, Harry finds out that his father was a wizard, and that his mother was a witch , both of whom were actually killed by an evil wizard. 与此相反，哈里发现他父亲是个巫师，而他母亲是个女巫，他们其实都是被一个邪恶的巫师杀害的。
9. Harry has contradictory feelings about his new life. At first, he enjoys it, but later, he learns the confidential information that the school’s evil wizard, Voldemort, is the one who killed his parents.对于新生活，哈里有一种矛盾得心情。起初，他很喜欢新生活，但是后来，他知道了一个秘密。学校的邪恶巫师伏地魔就是杀死他父母的人。
10. I think this is more to highlight the advanced special effects than to help the film’s plot.在我看来，这是为了更加突出电影高高超的特效，而不是有助于表现电影的情节。
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
