	课程背景分析
	国际理解教育（Education for International Understanding）是以“国际理解”为教育理念而开展的教育活动.其目的是增进不同文化背景的、不同种族的、不同宗教信仰的和不同区域、国家、地区的人们之间相互了解和相互宽容；加强他们之间相互合作,以便共同认识和处理全球社会存在的重大共同问题；促使每个人都能够通过对世界的进一步认识来了解自己和了解他人.将事实上的相互依赖变成为有意识的团结互助。国际理解教育是为了培养青少年在对本民族主体文化认同的基础上,尊重、了解其他国家、民族、地区文化的基本精神及风俗习惯,学习、掌握与其他国家、民族、地区人民平等交往、和睦相处的修养与技能,探讨全人类共同价值观念,增进不同宗教信仰和文化背景的民族、国家、地区的人民之间的相互理解与宽容,促进整个人类及地球上各种生物与自然和睦相处、共同繁荣与发展为旨归的一种教育.或曰是为了培养具有善良、平等、公正、友爱、宽容、聪颖、诚实等优秀品质能够正确认识和处理在竞争的同时进行合作,在合作的同时竞争的二十一世纪一代新人.

How to Start Your Own Book Club
Starting a book club is easy – all you need is to love reading. Here’s how to get yours off to a flying start.

 Finding Fellow(伙伴) Readers

Ask around your existing personal networks, including neighbors, friends, social media, or a community notice board(布告栏). Once you mention(提及) you want to start a club, you’ll be surprised how many people may want to come along. Ask at your local bookshop and library for ideas – many run regular reading groups and can point you in the right direction for good books. Identify(识别) what common interests you and your group have and use these to help draw like-minded people. Once you start looking, you’ll find book clubs for men or women, seniors, sci-fi lovers, teenagers.

The Time, the Place

Once you have a group, agree on how often you want to meet – typically clubs meet monthly, though the time-poor may want to make it bi-monthly.

For many clubs, meeting at home works best as you don’t have to get dressed up, and noisy public venues(集合地) can make talking hard. But rotating(循环) your meeting location will help to stimulate(激励) fresh thoughts.

Choosing the Books

If you’re the club instigator(策动者), it’s easier if you pick the first book. Seek out book reviews in good magazines and newspapers and at bookshops. The flavor of the books you choose will be largely dictated(支配、影响) by the personalities attending – you might like to have a wide range of genres(类型) from sci-fi to romance. Or stick to one genre, such as history books. Decide on a strategy and a time frame(框架) – say five to 12 books across the year – then review how everything appeals to the majority.

Take turns to come up with a list of four or five titles, and then circulate(发送、流传) the list via email shortly after your last discussion.
